Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) is clean, safe and enviromental -friendly 

source of energy.

LNG is a natural gas that has been cooled to its liquid form. 

In a special facilities (called a liquefaction plant) natural gas is chilled 

to minus 160ÁC (-270ÁF). 

600 m3 of the natulal gas can be reduced to 1 m 3 of liguid, which makes 

it easier to transport over long distances.

LNG has been produced, transported and delivered safely all over the 

world for years.
